CO2 Emissions: 10,203,590 x 0.537 = 5,479,327.8 kg CO2 (5,479.3 tonnes of CO2)  
 
Cost of Carbon Credits for 08/09: 5,479.3 tonnes CO2 x £12 = £65,751.6 
 
 
In 2008/09 we emitted approximately 5,500 tonnes CO2. 

• CRC Footprint = 5,500 tonnes. 
• Annual Allowance Cost= £66,000. 
• Double Purchase in 2011= £132,000. 
• Bonus/ Penalty in year 1 (10%) = £13,200. 

 
 
Based on cost of £66,000 per year for Carbon allowances, we could be at risk for: 

• Year 2 = 20% = £13,200. 
• Year 3 = 30% = £19,800. 
• Year 4 = 40% = £26,400. 
• Year 5 = 50% = £33,000. 

 
 
In reality we will be using significantly more Half-Hourly energy by 2011 due to the 
occupation of Copse Court.
